As part of our ongoing commitment to enhancing literacy skills, our school will be placing a
significant focus on spelling for students in Years 2 to 6. Children in class 2 are following the Little
Wandle Spelling scheme. This enables them to continue the fantastic start they have made using
Little Wandle to learn phonics. Across Key Stage 2, we shall be using Spelling Shed as a central
resource in our teaching approach. This engaging platform will help to reinforce spelling patterns
explored in class each week.

All children should have a login to access Spelling Shed at home. We will not be setting specific
tasks however, children will be able access different activities to enable them to practise their
spelling. To complement our classroom activities, spelling homework for classes 2 — 6 will be sent
home each week. This homework will reflect the specific spelling patterns learned during that week.
We kindly ask that completed homework be returned to school by the following week, where we
will review it collectively in class. Homework will be sent home as follows
