Accommodation and Food

have their own bathrooms. All meals are provided during our stay.

Activities

All activities are carried out by qualified instructors who have been recruited for their friendliness and
enthusiasm, and for their suitability to work with children, as well as their specialist training. The Centre is
licensed under the Adventure Activities Licensing Regulations 1996.
