Focus on learning the 2 times
tables. Use known facts to add
and subtract one and two-digit
numbers.

Please continue to support your child with
spellings using the ‘Year 2 Common Excep-
tion Words’. These are words they are
expected to be able to spell by the end of
Year 2. Please practise these words with
your child as they are words which do not
follow a regular spelling pattern.
