-Around the year 700 AD the Viking sent ar-

mies to take over some of the land in England 

and they lived here until around 1050 

-The Vikings spoke ‘Norse’ which had an al-

phabet made up of characters called runes 

In 878, King Alfred the Great defeated the Vi-

kings in battle and had them sign a treaty say-

ing they had to keep to their own land in Eng-

land – this section of land was called Danelaw.  

-Vikings travelled in Longboats– they carried 

many people and were long and streamline to 

move quickly through the water.
